CIDNY Program Named to Governor’s Health Care Reform Advisory Committee  

Governor Paterson has named CIDNY’s project, New Yorkers for Accessible Health Coverage (NYFAHC), to the Health Care Reform Advisory Committee. The Committee will provide input on the implementation of federal health care reform in New York State. We will make recommendations on the parts of federal health care reform with which the State must comply and those parts that are optional. CIDNY Speaks to Members of the Latina/o Community

On August 18th CIDNY’s outreach effort to the Latina/o community brought in 12 participants whose primary language is Spanish.  While the event was in English, Spanish interpreters helped attendees understand the discussion in the language that they are most comfortable using. 


We discussed various federal rights access to public facilities, housing and education and employment. We also emphasized that participants who do not speak English as their first language could still speak directly to their elected officials since CIDNY would be there with them to help interpret. We also talked about meeting with Spanish-speaking legislators.  Many participants were excited about the opportunity. The two-hour event engaged people enough that many stayed later to share information and bring up other issues, such as housing opportunities and citizenship.

We are looking forward to more meetings with this important population and hope that they will become ongoing members of CIDNY’s Consumer Action Network.
